Registered manager told us she is leaving the service on 24/7/20 and has submitted
de-registration form to CQC. New manager appointed, handover in process and
induction training started.

From our discussion and other information about this location, we assess that you
are managing well the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic well with no Covid-19
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cases to date. Staffing remains stable with no vacancies. You have increased your
night staffing to enable increased monitoring and cleaning regimes. You told us
people and staff are tested regularly and testing has confirmed that currently all
people and staff who have been tested do not have Covid-19. You have effective
measures in place to minimise the risk of cross infection. Care plans and risk
assessments continue to be updated and reviewed regularly and quality assurance
audits are up to date organisation consistently monitors the safety and quality of the
service.
